Our School at a Glance

Situated in the eastern suburbs of Warwick on tbedamine River, our school provides a co-
educational education from Prep to Year 7 for adoB®9 students from Warwick as well as the
surrounding rural area. These students comprisé0oénrolments in Prep, 299 Primary, of
which 25 are students with disabilities.

The Warwick East State School facilities are cosgatiof Primary, Special Education Unit and
Prep facilities on one campus.

The school has a long history dating back to 18%8king it the oldest school in Queensland.
The National School Building, one of the originaildings is heritage listed.

Classrooms are a mix of new modular rooms as weleturbished rooms in older buildings. A
Special Education Unit caters for students wittablilties. A purpose built Prep building was
completed in 2006 heralding a new era of educatitim the Prep year.

The resource centre houses the school's libratgatimn as well as a lab of computers. Other
hubs of computers are located in the middle andeugghool classrooms with all classes
having access to computers in their room.
Internet access is provided to 4ll
classrooms.

Warwick East is situated on picturesque,
spacious grounds that include extensive
playground equipment under shade,
spacious playing fields, practice cricket
pitch, multi-purpose court, tennis practi¢ce
board and an undercover play/learning
area that was completed in 2008.
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Learning

Our curriculum has a central focus for high levaditeracy and numeracy. Integrated Studies
Is used to provide real life and challenging lelagnexperiences that encompass the essential
syllabus areas of Health, Science, Study of So@atythe Environment, Technology and The
Arts. Integrated Studies provides an applicatioenar for demonstration of literacy and
numeracy outcomes. The curriculum areas of Phydtchication, Music and Japanese are
serviced by specialist teachers with a staff mempeaviding specific support for the
integration of Information and Communication Tedlmgy within learning experiences.

In addition to these curriculum offerings, studemish disabilities access specific programs
including active learning, adaptive living skillsida specific student outcomes detailed in
Individual Education Programs.

External eygvof students and parents attest to this
approach improving the inclusive and socially glghate of the school.

Enrichment Program

Teachers have identified high achieving studengnglish and Maths. These students have
been ability grouped for various activities and pteted challenging activities within the
regular classroom.

Each Monday on parade (for the whole school) thecikral awards any class with a
certificate (as nominated by class teachers), whashachieved a good behaviour record for
the previous week. Exceptional circumstances wply when one child’s behaviour
(specifically warranting suspension/Individual Beloar Support Plan) is repeatedly the
only reason for the class missing out on a whoésslreward. Classes may accumulate
several certificates during the school term.

Each week, class teachers nominate a student do8THRIVE Award. These students are
presented with a badge and certificate, outlinlmg reason for their nomination, on parade
each Monday.

All students start each term with 100 merit poitsthe completion of each school term,
the Principal awards a Certificate for every clldhe school who has maintained 85 points
or more. Points are deducted for various situatigiedentions ten demerit points, written
warnings five demerit points, use of buddy threendet points). Cumulative points are
allowed (eg. three points buddy and five pointsttem warning equalling eight points).
Students who receive a Certificate also participatée Behaviour Recognition reward for
the term, which is decided in consultation with #tadent council, parents and teachers.
Students may earn bonus points throughout the &trthe discretion of the Principal and
the teaching staff.

In consultation with the Principal each class teadevelops a behaviour management plan
specific to class composition and year level. E&ehcher has a series of positive

recognitions that are stated in their individuadss behaviour management plan, as
discussed with parents at the initial yearly clag®tings. Codes of Behaviour are displayed
in classrooms.

Positions of responsibility are awarded annuall$school Captains, House Captains and
Student Council Members.

Preventative —the action taken to prevent or minimise unnecessigguption. This may
include effective learning and teaching practiadassroom organisation, positive modelling
and the use of appropriate content and curricullaterral.

Supportive —the action taken to employ support for the studemt teacher. This may mean
strategies teachers put in place to assist studentanay mean additional support from other
staff in the school for the teacher and student.

Corrective —the actions teachers take when disruptive behawocurs. This includes positive
correction strategies outlined in the IndividuahBeiour Support Plan.

All behaviour that is contrary to school and classn procedures will be managed based on the
individual/s involved. Parents of the child/childriemvolved will be informed of major breaches
of behaviour and consequences will be developeédas individual circumstances.
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Consideration of individual circumstances
Consequences for breaking the rules or breachimgthool’s Responsible Behaviour Plan for
Students vary according to a number of factorsrieat include:

Age of the child

Previous behaviour record

Severity of the incident

Amount of reliable evidence

Degree of provocation

Intent of the action

Honesty and perceived level of genuine remorse.

To ensure alignment with the Code of School Behaviwhen applying consequences, the
individual circumstances and actions of the studamd the needs and rights of school
community members will be considered at all times.

Contacting Teachers

Notify our school in writing when a change of dosag required. This instruction must be
accompanied by a letter from a medical practitioner

Advise our school in writing and collect the mediea when it is no longer required at
school.

Records of medication and parental forms are kette office for the year and filed each year.

Only medication which has been prescribed by a ocaddpractitioner and supplied by a
pharmacist with instructions on the medication eordr can be administered to children.
(Non-prescribed oral medication, eg, Panadol, asalg, cough mixtures and the like cannot
be administered).

Mobile Phones

Safety in Schools Legislation

Principals and other departmental officers havenlgpeen a range of legal powers to deal with
these people more effectively.

These powers assist the principal, or the persahange of the school, to ensure the safety and
well-being of people at the premises, the secuwftyhe premises, and the good order and
management of the school. The powers allow praisifp direct a person to:

leave the school premises and not return for 24shou
cease certain conduct and desist in that conducipfeo 30 days
only access the school according to the principagsuctions for up to 30 days.

These powers are aimed at preventing or minimizing:

abusive, disruptive, threatening or violent behawio

conduct that is an offence or is about to becomeffamce

conduct that is damaging to school premises orgstgp
attendance at the school premises without a goddaavful reason.

Further powers are available through the courtsluding prohibiting a person from all
Queensland schools for up to one year. To ensalemte in applying these powers, review and
appeal avenues are available.

The safety of students, staff and legitimate visitim the school premises is very important in
making our school community an effective and saérling environment.

Homework Policy
Homework appropriate to particular phases of learnng

The following is to operate as a guide in deterngnihe amount of set homework that students
might be expected to undertake. It is of coursenoj parents to consult with a student’s teacher
about additional materials or practice exercisel which parents can assist their children at home.

In the Early Phase of Learning (Prep to Year 3) ynactivities at home or in play can assist
children to develop literacy, numeracy and probkatving skills.

Homework tasks may include:
Daily reading to, with, and by parents/caregivarstber family members

Linking concepts with familiar activities such alBopping, preparation of food, local
environment and family outings.

Conversations about what is happening at school
Preparation for oral presentations
Opportunities to write for meaningful purposes.

In the Prep Year, generally students will not ehsenework.
In Years 1, 2 and 3, set homework could be up tgbonerally not more than 1 hour per week.

In the Middle Phase (Year 4 to Year 9) some homkwan be completed daily or over a weekly or
fortnightly period and may:

Include daily independent reading
Be coordinated across different subject areas
Include extension of class work, projects and netea

Homework in Year 4 and Year 5 could be up to butegally not more than 2-3 hours per week.
Homework in Year 6 and Year 7 could be up to butegally not more than 3-4 hours per week.
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
